What is an IB Education?

On Monday night | had the privilege of giving a short presentation to the Kingsville School Council. The
aim of my presentation, as the Primary Years Coordinator, was to give the members a greater
understanding of the International Baccalaureate, its history, philosophy and structure. The presentation
involved a short video and an opportunity for questions. | would like to thank the school council for this
opportunity and have included some of the information for entire school community below. Of course any
questions you may have about the program can be sent to myself at any time.

The International Baccalaureate or IB as it is also called was founded in 1968. So 2018 marks the 50"
anniversary of the IB.

The founding vision established in 1968 was to provide a challenging and comprehensive education that
would enable students to understand and manage the complexities of our world and provide them with
skills and attitudes for taking responsible action for the future. Such an education was rooted in the belief
that people who are equipped to make a more just and peaceful world need an education that crosses
disciplinary, cultural, national and geographical boundaries.

The IB now develops and sustains a worldwide community of students, educators and schools, with a
shared mission to offer the best possible international education combined with an emphasis on human
values. There are currently over 5000 schools worldwide offering an IB programme.

The IB Curriculum is designed so that students build a deep appreciation of how their learning fits into
the wider context of the world. All programmes are driven by a commitment to international mindedness
and to action through service in the students own community and beyond. The IB created the Learner
Profile in 1978 to describe what internationally minded learners of all ages.

The IB curriculums are co-developed by educators and experts from around the world. The IB undergoes
rigorous self-evaluation and reflection to make sure that it continues to be a world leader in educational
practices.

At Kingsville we are authorised to deliver the Primary Years Programme (PYP). The journey to
authorisation began in 2002, which is called the feasibility phase. With a lot of hard work from staff and
parents Kingsville gained full authorisation in 2009. We have since gone on to have two successful
evaluations, with our most recent just last year.

The PYP curriculum is based around six transdisciplinary themes, which can be seen on our current
Programme of Inquiry (POI). Each level of the school covers these six themes across the year at
different times. These themes are transdisciplinary in nature and have strong connections with the
specialist areas as well.

Australian Mathematics Competition

A big congratulations to the 81 students from grades 3, 4, 5 and 6 who participated in the annual
Australian Mathematics Competition on Thursday 9" August. The Australian Mathematics Competition
has been held annually since 1978. This is Kingsville Primary Schools 5" year of involvement.

There is an emphasis on problem solving - a valuable life skill, and the questions are designed to be fun
for the student.

Over 1,000 students share the prizes on offer for competing and around 50% of participants qualify to
receive a Certificate of High Distinction, Distinction or Credit. All other entrants in the competition receive
a Certificate of Participation or a Proficiency Certificate. All students are also provided with a detailed
report showing how they performed on each problem with wider statistical rankings.

A prestigious Australian Mathematics Competition medal is awarded to students with an outstanding
result, both within a region and overall in the competition.

Student tests have now been sent to Canberra for marking and results will be announced later in the
year.

Have a go and challenge yourself, here are two examples of the types of questions that the students had
to answer.

Q) Qiang, Rory and Sophia are each wearing a hat with a number on it. Each adds the two numbers on
to the other two hats, giving totals of 11, 17 and 22. What is the largest number on a hat?
