School Organisation for 2018

Thank you to parents who took the time to ask
guestions, seek clarification, provide comments or,
request further information about the school
organisation model for 2018. Whilst many factors
impact on what the organisation of the school will be
in any year, student numbers at each level of the
school will always be a major impacting factor.

Every group or cohort of students must be viewed as
composite by nature. Differentiated instruction by
teachers informed by deep knowledge of each child
is required to be evidenced regardless of the range of
ages in a particular class.

Currently across Victoria 70% of school are reported
to have some form of composite or multi aged aspect
in their school organisation. At Kingsville over the
last 27 years we have had composite classes for 24
of those years. However, as 2016 and 2017 did not
see composite groups utilised it is understandable
that the inclusion for 2018 was seen as unexpected
and a change by some parents. For parents who
have been part of the school community for longer
than two years and, in some cases this has been for
127 15 years composite groups, are just seen as
part of what normally be expected.

I and other members of the leadership team have
communicated with a number of parents about the
inclusion of composite classes for 2018. We would
also like to acknowledge that prior information about
composite classes and, the long history of their use
at Kingsville would have assisted parents who were
not expecting a composite inclusion.

You may notice some changes to our student reports
this year in line with the implementation of the new
Victorian Curriculum in all government and Catholic
schools from the beginning of 2017. The Victorian
Curriculum  replaces the previous AusVELS
curriculum.

Please keep in mind that as this is a new curriculum
this report is not designed nor should be compared to
previous yearsd reports.

Semester 1 as these learning areas were introduced
and taught in 2016. For all other curriculum areas
being introduced with the new curriculum, student
progress can only be shown in reports from Semester
2, 2017 onwards.

Another change is to the scoring range. The scoring
range for the curriculum for Foundation Level to Level
10 is structured in 0.5 increments, which nominally
equate to 6 monthly progress within an achievement
standard. Previously an A rating would be achieved for
a student working 1.0 levels (12+ months) above age-
related expected level. This has been changed so that
to achieve an A rating a student will need to reported
as 1.5 levels (18+ months) above age-related
expected level. A High and Low B are to be reported
ensuring that the unit increments, progressing from C
to A, are consistently applied.

Student reports will be available for viewing and
downloading via the Compass management system
on Monday 18 December.
